In the event it i deamed advisable to take the tax off matches, patent
medicines, perfunery, &o., due consideration shonld be bad 1o the faet
that large stoeks of those articles, tax paid, are now in the hands of tbe
trade, aud that a vory scerions reduetion in their salne, espeeially of
watcehes, would regult it the tax were taken oft snddenly, and articles
manutuctured free of tax were brought into competition witle thoso
upou which the existing tixes had been paid.  In my opinion an aet abol-
ishiug these tuxes should not go into effect earlier than, say three months
from its pussage.

The swung ey be said in regard to cheek stamps.  Considerable stocks
of stawped checks are now in the hands of mdividuals, banks, and
bankers, npon whicle the stiwmpz have been imprinted. I think it wonld
be wike that the operation of the repeal should Dbe delayed at least three
o tls, 0 a6 o give time for the nse of these stamps.

" Wheoover the interests of the government will allow i, 1 think it
will be wise to contine internal-revenne taxation to gpirits, mult lignors,
tobaceo, suutty cipars, and special taves mpon the raanufucturers and
dealers iu tliese articles. T am of opinjon that relinuee can be placed
upon recciving the sum of $124 000,000 anmuually from these sourees,
which sum wonld gradually inerease with Lhe inerease of population,
but whicl would probably be subjected to diminntion upon a recnrrence
of hard timces. : '

In considering tlie question of relieving patent medicines from internal
revente taxes, it shonld be undeestood that many of the avticles put
upou the marloet and taxed as medicinal bitkers are used as a beverage.
Persons cugnged in the sale of sucli articles are not required to pay
gpecial taxes as retail deualers in liquors, so that if the articles were re-
lieved from taxation medicinal bitters wonld he sold everywhore without
paving any internal-revenne tax whatever.

In passing apou the right of these various medicaled bitters to be
taxed as such, and sold withont payinewnt of the special tax as retadl
Yquordealers, the ofliee is olten seriously enmbarrassed tofind the exactliue
betweeu a tnedicinul bittar liable to stamp tax and # componnd Tiquor
sulject fo be so0ld only as a beverage, Tnony opinion it wonlkd be wise
to eontinue the atamp tax apan all medical bitters containing moro than
20 per cent. ol proof spirvits, ‘

The tax npon savings bauks, in my jndgment, slionld bo remnoved, or
the whole legislation npon the subjeet of taxing savings banks should be
modiied aml made more egnitable; and there would scew to be no just
pronnd tor continning the tax npon the capitul and deposits of Duanks

RESISTANCE TO ENFORCEMENT O0FF THE LAWK,

By refercuce to the table on page 24, it will be seen that during the
last fouryears and fonr months, 4,061 illicit distilleries ha.{ve been seized,
7,339 persons bave heen miTested for 3licit distilling, 26 officers and
employés have been killed and 57 wounded, in the cuforecement ot the
internal-revenue laws.  During the past sixtecn months 1,120 stills have
been seized, 1,205 persons arrested, and 10 officers wonrided in the en-
forcement of the laws.  While the number of stills seized and persons
arrested since my lnst aunial report is very large, T am satistied that
there will le. a decrease heneetorwurd in the number of such sciznres
and arrests. ] -

In January of the present year a eombined movement was m ade, by
armed bodics of internal-revenue ofticers, trom West Virgiuia sonthward
throngl the mountaing and foothills infested by illicit distillers, which
resulted in the scizure of a number of illicit distillerics, and the arrest
of many persons engaged therein, The effeet of this movement was to
eonvince violators of the luw that it was the determination of the gov-
ernent to put an end to frands and resistanee to anthority, and since
that tilne it bas been wanifest to all well-meaning men in those reglona
of eountry that the day of the licit distiller is past.  Tublie sentiment
Lus been gradually setting in against these frauds, and [ feel assured
that it continued efforts arc made for the enforcement of the laws the
taxes upon whisky and tobaeco can soon be collected in the distriets
Wwhore frands have been so rifi withont the nse of urmed posses of mwen,

For the piupose of preventing old oficnders fromn resuming the bus:-
uess of illicit distilling, T have deewed it advisable to maintain a speeial
foree of deputies in many of the districts to police the distriets and seizo
ilicit distillories. These officers are armedl and movein small pesses so
as to deter resistance. They are instructed to establish friendly relu-
trons with the people and to enconrage the observance of the laws. This
system has worked satisfactorily and beuefieially, and except in the sec-
ond district of Georgin there has been very little disturbance during the
Past few wonths.

EXCOURAGEMENT '0F LEGAL DISTILLERIREY.

It ias been the policy of this office to enconrage the establislunent of
legal distilleries in those eollection districts where illisit distillatiou has
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beretofore prevailed, and there are now 469 licensedl gruin distilleries in
those distrivts aguinst 380 in 1879, aud 177 iu 1878, 1 have felt that if
the manufrcture of whisky was to be carried on ut 4ll in this scction of
country it was mircl better that it should be done openly and in full
complianee with the requirements ol lgw ather than secretly in viola.
ton aml defiunce of law, und with the tlanoralizing influences of dis.
honesty, turhuleiee, outliwry, and nurder, which invariably prevail in
a corurmmity where illicit distilling is carried o nncheeled., The policy
thus adopted has worked well. In every coauty where legal distilicries
have been established in any number, illicit distilling has alnost entirely
ceased, violent resistance to luw Itag become almost unkiowit, and thero
bas been a large inerense of revenns,

Lt must he understood that ma uy of the legal disti{leries tlus estal)-
lished have no greater capucity than ten gullous 1er day, awl that it is
nccessary for the proteetion ol the rights of the government to have a
sturelieeper and ganger assigned to euch distillery. 1t is thus obvious
that the expense of colleeling the taxes upon the Spizits so made is very
heavy, and necessatily increases the egtimates {or bltis- year for the ay
of storekeepers and gangers. 1t ig, however, unquestionable that it i3
fur preferable to incwr this expenditure to secure the eollection of the
revenue and an orderly observance of the laws than to sperul large
sums of money in the emplayment. of raiding Parties tor the seizure ot
illicit distilleries 211 the arrest of illicit disliliers. So loug as the Fov-
ernment looks to the tax upoen distilled spirits for v large propertion ot
its revenues, it is just gud right that every producer of distilled spirits
shall be held to the payment of his lega) tax, snd sueh appropriaticus
should bie made as will enahle the execntive Dranch ol the government
to enforce the tax law so as to colleet the revenues justly fromn all alike,

ished.  The principles of this letter have recently been embodied in in-
gtroctions to district aftorneys and United States marshals with the
approval of the honorable Beeretary.

LXAMINATION OF CQOLLECTORE OVFICES.

In Mareh, 1877, [ adopled & plan of making guarterly exauninntions
of the wecounts of gollectors with o view of establisling a more uniform
system of triunsacting the public business, of requiring all the books
and accouunts to be properly wriften up to date, of seeuring rigid ac-
countability for the public funds, and by these means of proncoting the
cliciancy of the colleetors and their subordinates. An official standard
of a first-class ollice wun established, ns follows:

Firet. Where the ofticens are honest, capalle, and fairhiul.

Beeowdl. Wherd tha culletor dovotes his best energies to the proper urganization and
discipline of hia elorical and divisiou (orce, aud vses every endeavor o colleet all tha
taxes duo the government,

Third. \\'lu;;\; wvery sihordinate wanifests pride in his position, and awbition to
exeel in his line of duey.

Foorth. Where ne ertom or diserepaucics are fonnd in #lie casb or stamp acconnt.

Fifth. Wher: ull the entrics ars made Lefore the close of cash day’s Lisiness, cash
balarreml, amd bisoks and packages of stamps sold from during the day viri fed.

Bixth. Where vvery possible eliore is wada lo prompily, dispoae of ench itew wu tha
lista.

Seventh. Whero a1l bondy are properly executed, approved, recondad, and filed.

Lighth. Where the penalties are collested, coumpromise casca prompily reported, and
munnoy properly dopusifed.

Ninth. Where the ofllee is furnislied with a view to sha proeservation of pnlilic ree-
ords, the fucilitating of husiuess, and in 2 nmoner snitable aud becaming the purposoe
for whicl it is wsad,

E'Fentl, Where every roconl is completed to date, sud s withont eriires, bloty, ar
nny Jduelacetneut,

Eloveuth, Whers the Internal-Revenue Record amd the lists are bouud, wind Tattor-
books nud sironlnry indexed,

Twoelith, Whore everylliing prosouts the appearance of a first-cloay business oflloo.
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Chivteenth, Where the deputies in charge of stamps wre sipplicd with the proper
rocords, thair books, accaunts, wod stamps in porfect order, s gtamp aud eash account
vuriliced by the collestor ab least anee coclu quarior,

The following requirecot has recently been added :

Fourteenth, Where all reqnired reporia awed returns nre nide 1o 1he ofice ab Waah-
ingtou, wid where there is o nunueesyary dulay in correspondence wilth 1hat ollics,

An ofice in whieh all of these requivements are fulfilled is graded as
No. L. Failure to come np to the oficiuwl standard in aoy one of these par-
giculars results in the office being marked down at a lowor grade, Ex-
perience Tias showh that these examinitiony have created a splendid
esprit de eorps in tho service; and toalay, ont ot 124 collectors’ oftices,
119 are graded as fivst-elass aceording to the oflicial standard.

INSPECTION OF OFFICERS.

The system of inspecting oflicers established in 1877 was intended to
more thoroughly create aml diffuse a knowledge of 1nbcr1ml-revcn'nc
laws and regulations sonongst both officers and tax-payers, to establish
a greater uniformity in the enforcement of the laws, and to place upon
the files of this office the record of ovory olficer connected with the
gervice. It was believed that this system would prove an eflicient seliool
for the officers, aud T am glad te say cthat my expectations have been
mere than reulized, . ] . '

The inspections of deputy collectors, taken in connection with their
diary veports uttached to their monthly aceounts, give the collectors and
tlis oflice au insight into the munner in which they perforn tleir duties,

The storekeepers Lhove Dbeeu greatly improved iu diligenee and offi-
ciency by periodical inspectivng and by frequent visits from colleetors
and revenue agents.

CONDITION O TOE OFFICL.

It ia gratifying to be able to stato that the work of 1his oflice is now
thorouglly in hand, and that the time of alinost the entire imce is ex-
clusively devoted to tho transdaction of current business. The corre-
spondence of 1he oflico receives prampt astention ; accounts arc aljnsted
withont delay and forwarded to the accounting oflicers for audit and
payment. The redemption of staps and settlement ol drawback elaims
arc part of the current business.  Claimg for the abatenient and refund-
ing of taxes and offers in conipromise receive the cousideration of the
olliev as soon as the proper proofs are filed.  The books containing the
accounts with the Bureau of Engraving and Printing, with cullectors,
and with tax-payers who purchase stan)a directly from the ottice, are
kept written up to date and the scconnt of stawps on hand is daily care-
Tully verified and balanced. The work in connection with the cstablish-
uedud aud operation of distilleries, lweweries, and wbaceo and cigar
wanufaetories is promptly and diligently performed.

For this satisfactory condition of the ofice, I desire to return my sin-
cere tlanks to the officers, clerks, und employes for their diligence, fidel-
ity, and zeal in thie pertormance of daty, .

AMOUNTE COLLECTED ARKD ACCOUNTED FOR BY COLLECTION DI1S-
T TRICTS,

SBoon after thi clese of the fiscal year ended June 390, last, T caused
the eustomary anuual examination to e made of the reecords nml ac-
eounts of cach collector of internal revenue thronghout the United
Btates, for the purpose of nscertaining whether the public moneys col-
leeted hiadd been duly aceounted for., This examination disclosed the
gratifying fact thatduring the past fiseal year #123,981,916.10 of inter-
nal revenue taxes had bweew collected, aud that every dollar had heen
paid juto the Treasury. During the past four fiscal years, $467,080,885 of
taxes have been reccived by collectors of internal revenne, and the cn-
tire sum has been paid into the Treasury. Al deficiencies wbicl have
oceurred i the aceounts of colleetors during that period bave been
mude good by payments into the Treasury, IPidelity in accounting for
the public funds being one of the highest tests of the efficiency of offi-
cors intrnsted with the collection of reveune and the disbursement of
public money, the oficors of internal revenne, judged Ly this rule, are
antitled o a high rank in the poblie serviee; and 1 take pleasure in
bearing testimony to the fuet thuk, a5 o bedy ot offieers, ic will be difii-
cult to improve upon them in respect Lo integrity, iutelligence, fidelity,
aud zeal in the performance of dnty.

Tu my report for the fiseal year ended anq 30, 1879, uttcu_tion was
culled to the collection ot the taxes on the spirtts w1thdrm}'n from dis-

€Xporis of alcobol in tin cans have, however, beeu wmude undor these
Privileges, us it appears that thoro is no Joreign demand for packages of
aleohiol in eans of larger size than five gallons.  As it ulso appears that
gxporters are willing to encase two five-gallon tin caus in one wouoden
Inclosure, aud as 1 believe sneh a paekage may he properly protected
¥ Stanps, T would recommend that the luw be so amended as to pro-
vide for the exportation of aleohol in metallie cuns ot five gallons and
uDward, provided the quaatity contained in the wooden ipclosure is
not less' than ten gallons.
