This acquisition is unrestricted.  However, in accordance with FAR 9.404 proposals are not solicited from firms that are debarred, suspended, or proposed for debarment.  Proposals from such firms will not be considered for award.

CENTRAL CONTRACTOR REGISTRATION (CCR)
Treasury has partnered with the Department of Defense (DoD), defense electronic Business Program Office (Defense eBusiness) to use the Central Contractor Registration (CCR) system.
