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1.0 INTRODUCTION

Formatted return files will be transmitted electronically via the IRS Electronic Management
System (EMS), located at the Tennessee Computing Center (TCC). Formatted PIN Registration
files will be transmitted electronically via EMS, located at the Austin Submission Processing
Center (AUSPC).

Software Developers and Transmitters should use the guidelines provided in this document along
with electronically published XML Schemas, and Test Scenarios in order to develop and test
their software for use with this system.

The new Employment Tax e-file System has been designed to replace all previous electronic
filing options for returns in the 940 and 941 families. Previous e-file formats will be maintained
in order to allow for transition to the new XML based system. Magtape will be discontinued We
will provide updates to all impacted partners as transition schedules are finalized.
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2.0 PROGRAM ADMINISTRATION

21 Legal and Administrative Guidelines

Participants must adhere to all rules and regulations as set forth in Revenue Procedures 99-39
and 2001-9. These Revenue Procedures provides legal and administrative guidelines for
participation in the Employment Tax e-file System.

NOTE: When the guidance provided in this publication differs from procedures outlined in the
above referenced Revenue Procedures, please follow this publication as your guide.

2.2 Customer Roles and Responsibilities

221  Software Developers

A Software Developer devel ops software for the purposes of formatting returns according to the
IRS' s electronic return specifications.

2272 Transmitters

A Transmitter is a firm, organization, or individual that receives returns and PIN Registrations
electronically from clients, reformats the data (if necessary), batches them with returns or
electronic PIN Registrations from other clients, and then transmits the data to the IRS. A
Transmitter does not have signature authority for the taxpayers that it services. Transmitters are
identified with an ETIN.

223 Reporting Agents

A Reporting Agent is an accounting service, franchiser, bank, or other person that complies with
Rev. Proc. 96-17, as modified by Section 21.02 of Rev. Proc. 99-39, and is authorized to prepare
and electronically file Forms 940 & 941 for a taxpayer. Reporting Agents sign all of the
electronic returns they file with asingle PIN signature.

Reporting Agents may transmit their own returns, or may use the services of a third party
transmitter.

224  Electronic Return Originators (EROS)
An Electronic Return Originator is any entity that "originates’ the electronic submission of

income tax returns to the IRS. EROs are identified by an Electronic Filer Identification Number
(EFIN).
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2.2.5 LargeTaxpayer

Large Taxpayer is aspecia role in which the approved Large Business Taxpayer will act as
transmitter and originator of their own tax return data.

2.3 Responsibilities of an Electronic Filer

The Electronic Filer that is a Reporting Agent must retain the following material for four years
after the due date of the return, unless otherwise notified by the IRS:

e acomplete copy of the electronically filed Forms 941/940;
e acopy of the Service' s acknowledgment of receipt of the return;
e acopy of each Authorization.

An Electronic Filer that is a Reporting Agent or Transmitter must:

e Provide the taxpayer a copy of the taxpayer’s electronically filed Forms 941/ 940
(this information may be provided on a replica of an official form or in any other
format that provides all of the return information and references the line numbers of
the official form);

e Advisethetaxpayer to retain a copy of the return and any supporting material;
e Inform the taxpayer of the Service Center that processes the taxpayer’ s returns;

e Provide the taxpayer, upon request, with the date the return was transmitted to the
Service and the date the Service acknowledged receipt of the taxpayer’s return.
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3.0 APPLICATIONSAND TESTING PROCEDURES

3.1 Forms8633 Application to Participatein the IRS e-file Program

Prospective participants must first submit an application. Prospective participants must file Form
8633, Application to Participate in the IRS e-file Program. Instructions and additional guidance
can be found in Publication 3112, The IRS efile Application Package. You may obtain
Publication 3112 by calling (800) 829-3676, or you may download it from the IRS Web Site at
www.irs.gov . Follow the instructions provided to complete your application.

3.1.1  Reporting Agent Applications
An Application for a Reporting Agent must also contain the following:
e The name and title of the Authorized Signatory

e The signature of the Applicant’s Authorized Signatory for electronically filing Forms
941/940 or for software development testing.

e The estimated volume of returns the Applicant plans to file under the Employment
Tax e-file System.

e The brand name of the software translation package being used

e An Agent’s List containing the names and EINs of the taxpayers for whom they will
file returns

e An authorization made on Form 8655, with a revision date of October 1995 or later
(or its equivalent), for each taxpayer included on the Agent’s List. For instructions on
preparing Form 8655, see Rev. Proc. 96-17.

NOTE: A revised Authorization is not required to replace an Authorization that was
previously submitted to the Service, provided that the Authorization places no
restriction on the medium for filing Forms 941/940, and the Reporting Agent.

e Advises his or her client that their Forms 941/940 may be filed electronically, and
provides the client with the option of rejecting electronic filing as the medium for
filing its Forms 941/940. An Agent may use the most efficient and timely method of
clearly providing this notification to a client. A client’s rejection of electronic filing
for its Forms 941/940 must be submitted in writing to the Agent.

e Immediately removes any client that objects to having the Forms 941/940 filed
electronically from the Reporting Agent’s electronic filing client base.

3.1.2 RevisingtheAgent'sList
After a Reporting Agent is notified that the application for eectronic filing has been approved,
the Agent may want to add and del ete taxpayers from the Agent’s List.

To add taxpayers, the Agent must submit the added names and EINs (Add List) and
authorization for each taxpayer added. The Service must validate the Add List and return it to the
Agent before the Agent can electronically file returns for these taxpayers. The Service will
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generally validate and mail the Add List to the Agent within 10 business days of receiving the
Add List.

To delete taxpayers, the Agent must submit a list of those taxpayers to be deleted (Delete List)
and, if known, a short statement indicating which taxpayers will not remain in business.

3.1.3  Software Developer Applications
An Application of a Software Developer must also contain the following:

e The brand name of the software tranglation package, or the development name if no
brand name exists

e Whether the software is stand-alone or interfaces with a named payroll package.

3.2 Due Dates

Applications must be received by the following dates in order to be éligible to file for the
specified quarter:

3.3 Other Application I ssues

An Application may not include a request to make FTD payments and submit FTD information
to the Service on magnetic tape or electronically. An Applicant interested in participating in
these programs should submit an Application in accordance with the following revenue
procedure:

All applicants will be notified of their acceptance or rejection into the Employment Tax e-file
System within 45 days of the receipt of their application. Along with their acceptance, applicants
will also receive the identification items indicated below in Table 3-3.
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If the Applicant is a Reporting Agent, the Applicant will receive a Validated Agent’s List within
45 days of the Service receiving the Agent’s Application. Failure to use the names and EINs
provided on the Validated Agent’s List might delay processing.

Note:

Softwar e Developers must also complete a successful test transmission but will not be issued permanent
codes.

Transmitters and Software Developers will be provided with a telephone number in order to
arrange for atest transmission. In order to electronically file tax returns for a specific quarter, an
applicant must complete Assurance Testing prior to the due date for that quarter’ s returns, but no
later than the dates shown below in Table 3-4. To transmit subsequent test files, contact the e-file
Help Desk. Transmission of atest file does not constitute the filing of atax return.

If an Applicant’ stest file fails to meet the evaluation criteria, the Applicant must, within 15 days
of the Service' s notification of the failure, transmit a new test file or contact the e-file Help Desk
to make other arrangements.

NOTE: Acceptance of a Software Developer establishes only that the test transmission was
formatted properly and could be processed by the Service. It is not an endorsement of the
software or of the quality of the developer's service. A Software Developer is not entitled to
electronically file Forms 941/940 unless a separate application has been submitted and approved.
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35 Application Processing — Rejection
An application may be rejected for any of the following reasons:

e Required information not included on application

e Required attachments missing from application

e Improperly formatted test transmission

e Previous Suspension from an Electronic Filing Program
e Useof aninvalid or inactive EIN

e Failure to submit a successful test transmission within one year of the issuance of the
test identification codes.

3.6 PIN Registration

3.6.1 Process

All returns filed through the Employment Tax e-file System must be signed electronically with a
Personal Identification Number (PIN). If areturn is prepared by any other participant other than
a Reporting Agent, then the taxpayer must sign the return. Reporting Agent PINs are issued
through the application process outlined above, but taxpayers need not apply to the e-file
program in order to obtain a PIN.

Business taxpayers are only required to complete a registration process in order to receive their
PIN. Taxpayers may register for a PIN through an approved e-file provider who offers this
service to their clients. The taxpayer needs to provide the information required to complete the
PIN Registration Record, then the provider will transmit the registration to the IRS.

Once the PIN Registration has been successfully processed, the taxpayer should expect to receive
their PIN viaU.S. Mail within 7 - 10 days.

NOTE: At thistime, we are only able to issue one PIN per Employer Identification Number.

3.6.2 Usingthe Taxpayer PIN

The taxpayer’s PIN is valid for filing as soon as it is received. The signatory identified on the
registration is responsible for safeguarding the PIN. If the PIN is compromised the taxpayer must
contact the AUSPC Help Desk at (512) 460-8900. The PIN will be deactivated, and a new PIN
will be issued.

The PIN isvalid for filing all returns through the Employment Tax e-file System. If the taxpayer
has aready obtained a PIN for one of our earlier 940 or 941 e-file options, that PIN is valid for
filing through the new system. In addition, if the taxpayer decides to use the services of another
provider after they have received their PIN, they DO NOT need to re-register. The PIN identifies
the taxpayer, and is not linked to the provider that transmitted the original registration.
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3.7 Assurance Testing Procedures

3.71  Testing Requirements

All Software Developers will be required to complete the Assurance Testing process for each
Software package that they will use with the Employment Tax e-file Program. In addition,
Transmitters will be required to complete a communications test with the e-file system prior to
filing live tax returns through the system.

3.7.2 Test Scenarios

The IRS will provide optional test scenarios for Software Developer use. The scenarios will be
posted to the IRS Web Site, in the 94x XML Developers Forum. The test scenarios will consist
of atax return datafile, and complete paper forms for each of the test scenarios.

3.73 Pre-Validation of XML Data

Each developer should develop their test data, either using the IRS provided scenarios, or their
own test data. Once the XML Data has been developed, the developer should use a validating
XML parser to determine if their records are valid XML files. This pre-validation is intended to
identify the majority of potential error conditions, and minimize the chance of receiving error
conditions on their test transmission.

374 Test Transmissions

Once the data has been validated against the 94x XML schemas, and you are ready to submit a
test transmission, contact the e-file help desk to advise them that you are ready to begin testing.

Once the test transmission has been submitted, the file will be processed through the
Employment Tax e-file System, and an Acknowledgement will be prepared for each test return
submitted. If errors are identified during processing, error message will be returned for each of
the conditions identified during validation. If a return has no errors, an acceptance
Acknowledgement will be received for that return.

3.75 Approval

When al of the returns in a test transmission have been accepted, the transmission has "passed”,
and the Help Desk will advise the developer that their software has been approved. The
developer may then begin to market their software.

The Help Desk examiner will change the status for the return type that they are testing from
“Testing” to “Accepted/Approved’. Once in accepted/approved status, an acceptance letter is
issued to the software developer.

If the software developer wants to continue testing with their own test data, they may continue to
test using their software developer ETIN.
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NOTE: Software Developers will only reach approved. They are never moved to production
status. If the developer is a Software Developer and Transmitter, they will have two ETIN
numbers. One for testing their software and the other for transmitting live data.
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4.0 XML SCHEMA AND VERSION CONTROL

4.1 Schema Conventions

The 94x XML Schemas were designed following the format of each of the paper returns they are
designed to replace. XML tag names are closely aligned with the text from those returns, and the
format and content of each of the data elements is defined in the schema. Common data types
have been identified and defined in the schema efiletypes.xsd.

Please refer to guidelines in Section 5.0 for instructions on how to construct a transmission file,
and Section 8.0 for the construction of an acknowledgment file. In addition, Appendix A
provides guidance on valid attachments to each return type.

4.2 Schema L ocation

The current 94x XML Schemas are posted to the IRS Web Site, http://www.irs.gov/, in the 94x
XML Developers Forum. Subsequent changes or updates to the schemas will be posted to the
Forum, and communicated to Employment Tax e-file Partners.

4.3 Version Control

The current version of the 94x XML schemasis 2.2. Future version releases will be posted to the
94x XML Developers Forum. A formal change control process governs changes to the schema,
and any changes will result in arevised version release with an appropriate version number. Prior
schema versions will also be maintained in order to accommodate the needs of the development
community. Please submit any issues or requests for changes to the schemas to the 94x XML
Develop
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5.0 BUILDING XML TRANSMISSION FILES

Note: The current 94x XML Schema Mapping Matrix is posted on the IRS
Web Site, http://www.irs.gov/, in the 94x XML Developers Forum.

This subsection describes the procedure for creating a sample 94x return transmission
file with dummy return data.

Assumptions:

e The 94x XML Schemas Final Release 2.2 will be used as the base schemas
for creating the XML data instances.

e XML Spy Suite 4.3 is used as the tool for creating and validating XML data
instances generated from the af orementioned base schemas.

e All optional fields will be created to illustrate the widest spectrum of data
combinations. The actual definitions of required vs. optiona fields can be
found in the base schemas.

e All XML data instances generated are kept in the instances subdirectory
directly under the root of the 94x XML schemas package. If placed
elsewhere, the xsi:schemal ocation attributes in al data instances generated
need to be modified to reflect the location of the XML instance relative to
other schemas.

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6.0 COMMUNICATIONSAND USER INTERFACE

6.1 Introduction—EM S EEC Trading Partner User Manual

This document describes the screens for the Trading Partner (TP) interface software for the
EMS EDAF/ETR (EEC) consolidation. The Figuress displaying the interaction between the
TP and the EEC are not screen shots. Therefore, the spacing on the actual displays may be
different.

This document is divided into sample screens for IMF TPs (filing Forms 1040 and ETDs),
BMF TPs acting as transmitters (filing Forms 1041, 1065, 112x family, 99x family, 94x
family, XML PIN Registration, and LoA) and BMF TPs acting as reporting agents (filing
Forms 940, 941, and 94X). In order to understand the BMF screens, it is important to read all
the material in this document (including the IMF section).

6.2 Sample IMF Trading Partner (1040 and ETD) Session

The following discussion describes how a Trading Partner (TP) who files Forms 1040 and
ETDs will interact with the EEC. Figure 6-1 illustrates the TP login along with information
displayed by the Sun Operating System.

If the EEC application is not available the message shown in Figure 6-3 will be displayed and
the TP will be disconnected.

After each unsuccessful login, the system displays “Login incorrect.” After three consecutive
unsuccessful login attempts, the TP is disconnected. After six consecutive unsuccessful login
attempts (in two or more consecutive sessions) the TP s account is disabled. Once the account
has been disabled, any attempt to login to the account causes the system to display the
message “This account is currently disabled” and the login attempt fails. If this happens, the
TP should contact the Home Submission Processing Center (SPC) EMS Help Desk. The
problem is documented and referred to a computer specialist.

If the TP is active, the menu shown in Figure 6-4 is displayed. The TP's current file transfer
protocol is displayed in brackets next to the “ Change File Transfer Protocol” menu item. The
TP's current compression method is displayed in brackets next to the “Change Compression
Method” menu item. The possible file transfer protocol (FTP) and compression method
values are identified later when the “File Transfer Protocols’ and “File Compression
Methods” menus are discussed.

It should be noted that a TP's initial compression method is “NONE.” Since the EEC does
not auto-sense compressed files, a TP must select a compression method before submitting
compressed files. (Selecting a compression method is discussed later in this section). If the
TP has selected a compression method his/her acknowledgment files are compressed and
returned using the selected compression method.

At any prompt, if the TP does not respond in a predetermined number of seconds the
following message is displayed: “DISCONNECTING FROM EFS” and the TP is
disconnected.

The number of seconds is configurable. One value applies to all trading partners. Currently,
this timeout valueis set to 60 seconds.

From the Main Menu, the TP can end her/his session by choosing “Logoff,” receive/transmit a
file by choosing “Receive/Send File(s),” change her/his file transfer protocol by choosing
“Change File Transfer Protocol,” or change her/his compression method by choosing “Change
Compression Method.”

When the TP chooses the “Receive/Send File(s)” menu item, the EEC TP interface software
checks to see if there are acknowledgment files to be sent to the TP. No dummy
acknowledgments are sent. If there are no acknowledgment files, the message in Figure 6-5
is displayed followed by the “send” prompt shown in Figure 6-11. This allows TPs to submit
fileseven if there are no acknowledgment files awaiting TP receipt.

If there are acknowledgment files, the messages shown in Figure 6-6 are displayed. The
message shows the number of acknowledgment files waiting to be sent to the TP. All
acknowledgment files waiting delivery to the TP are delivered before the TP can submit afile.
The count of acknowledgment files is updated every time the TP selects item 2) Receive/Send
File(s), from the Main Menu. Additional acknowledgment files that were generated during

the session are reflected in this count.

If the TP enters anything other than “Y” or “y,” the Main Menu (Figure 6-18) is redisplayed.
If the TP fails to respond affirmatively three consecutive times he/she is disconnected.

The TP cannot send files until he/she has received her/his acknowledgment files.

If the TP responds to the prompt affirmatively, a message notifying the TP that the file
transfer is about to begin is displayed. The message depends on the protocol being used. For
Zmodem, any mode of Xmodem or Y modem; the message in Figure 6-7 is displayed. For
FTP, the message shown in Figure 6-8 is displayed. The file transfer begins after the

appropriate notice.

If the TP enters anything other than “Y” or “y,” the Main Menu (Figure 6-18) is redisplayed.
If there are no acknowledgment files for the TP to receive and the TP fails to respond
affirmatively three timesin arow, the TP is disconnected.

Otherwise, the next prompt depends on the file transfer protocol being used. If the TPisusing

Zmodem, Y modem, or any mode of Xmodem; he/she is prompted to start the file transfer as
shown in Figure 6-12.

If the TP responds to the filename prompts in Figure 6-13 or with only a carriage return
(<CR>), then the notice shown in Figure 6-14 is displayed. If the TP responds with only a

Once the TP has been notified that the file transfer is beginning (Figure 6-12 or Figure 6-13),
the TP has 60 seconds to begin hig/her file transfer. If the EEC does not receive at least part
of the TP sfile within 60 seconds, the TP is disconnected.

If the TP interface software does not detect an error, the transmission confirmation message
shown in Figure 6-15 is displayed followed by the Main Menu (Figure 6-18). If the TP hangs
up without receiving the confirmation message, there is no guarantee that the EEC will
process the filg(s).

The transmission confirmation message contains the Global Transmission Key (GTX Key)
and the reference file name. The GTX Key isthe unique identifier assigned by the EEC to the
file sent by the TP, and is used to track the processing of the file and its subsequent
acknowledgment. The reference file name is used when constructing the name of the
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acknowledgment file delivered to the TP. (See Section 6.5 for a description of the GTX Key
and its relationship to the reference file name.)

If the TP interface software detects that the transmission did not complete successfully, the
message in Figure 6-16 will be displayed followed by the Main Menu (Figure 6-18). If this
happens three consecutive times, the TP will be disconnected.

If the TP has been suspended, he/she is not allowed to transmit new files. After receiving
acknowledgment files, the TP does not receive the “Do you want to send a file?” prompt.
Instead the message “SUSPENDED TRANSMITTER/ETIN” is displayed, and the TP is
disconnected from EMS. A suspended transmitter is allowed to log into EMS to continue to
receive acknowledgments, but is not allowed to transmit.

EEC checks all incoming files for viruses. If a virus is detected, EEC returns an
acknowledgment to the TP in XML format. This format is used regardless of the format of
the incoming transmission. The format of the XML error acknowledgment is documented in
Section 6.6, Error Acknowledgment Format for Detected Viruses. |If EEC detects a virus, the
TP is placed in suspended status. Should this occur, the TP must contact the Home
Submission Processing Center (SPC) EMS Help Desk to request removal of the suspended
status.

After the file transfer has completed, the Main Menu is redisplayed as shown in Figure 6-18.
The TP can now end the session by choosing “Logoff,” receive/transmit a file by choosing
“Receive/Send File(s),” change the file transfer protocol by choosing “Change File Transfer
Protocol,” or change the compression method by choosing “Change Compression Method.” In

If the TP selects a protocol, the
Main Menu is redisplayed with the selected protocol in brackets as shown in Figure 6-22. This
protocol setting is saved in the EEC database and is used for all future incoming/outgoing file
transfers unless the TP changes the protocol again.

6.5 GTX Key and Acknowledgment File Name For mats

The format of the GTX key is SYYYYMMDDhhmmss.xxxx where S is the processing site
identifier, YYYY=year, MM=month, DD=day, hh=hour, mm=minutes, ss=seconds, and
xxxx=milliseconds. The site identifier is‘T’ for transmissions processed in Memphis and ‘U’
for transmissions processed in Austin.

The format of the reference name is MMDDnnnn where MM month and DD day match the
GTX Key. The nnnn number is a 4-digit sequence number generated by the EEC. The
reference name is used to generate the acknowledgment file name.

The EEC acknowledgment files will be named as described in Table 6-1.

If a TP submits a file that is given the GTX Key “ S20041020154710.0800,” the first four
digits of the reference name would be “ 1020.” The next four digits would be a sequence
number generated by the EEC, e.g., “ 0001.” The reference name would then be “ 10200001.”
An EEC error acknowledgment file would be named “ 10200001.NAK.” An acknowl edgment
from the Unisys system would be named “ 10200001.ACK.” If the acknowledgment file were
compressed with gzip it would be named “ 10200001.GZ.” If the acknowledgment file is
compressed with Unix compress it would be named “ 10200001.2.”

Note 5: The acknowledgment file names shown in this appendix use upper case letters. These are the
names as they appear on the IRS system. Some file transfer protocols and/or some operating
systems may translate the names into lower case.

6.6 Error Acknowledgement Format for Detected Viruses

This is the format for the error acknowledgment that is returned to the TP when a virus is
detected in the transmission. All TP's receive the XML format acknowledgment, even if the
transmission was sent using a different IRS approved format. Note that the second line of the
file, the Content-Description contains a plain English description of the problem and an
understanding of XML is not required to interpret the message. The shaded areas contain the
GTX key, a timestamp, and the virus name. These values vary for each returned
acknowledgment. The remainder of the message is constant.

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6.7 EM S Communications (Capabilities & Services)

Through a number of hardware and software equipment and applications, the Memphis and
Austin Service Centers offer a variety of communications services and capabilities that allows
TPs to file tax returns and electronic documents. These capabilities include both digital and
analog communication services as well as severa file transfer protocols. The use of these
features is summarized below.

6.8 Digital Service

Use of digital services requires authorization from the IRS. Please contact the following:

The following paragraphs describe the hardware and software necessary to use the digital
communication service.

6.8.1 Cisco 7206 Router

Two (2) Cisco 7206 routers have been installed in both Austin and Memphis. Each Cisco
7206 has an aggregate bandwidth of 600 Mbps and contains six slots for communications
adapters. While one of the routersis a hot spare, the active 7206 is configured as follows:

e One (1) Ethernet adapter with four (4) ports—10 Mbps each port

e Two (2) ISDN adapters—each adapter supports 4 ports at 128 Kbps each port
e One (1) High speed synchronous adapter, which supports eight (8) ports

e One (1) High speed synchronous adapter, which supports four (4) ports

e All high speed synchronous ports support speeds up to 2.048 Mbps. Connections to
these ports are mostly through the Kentrox unit described next, although some TPs
have connected to the interfaces, directly from their own high-speed communications
equipment

TPs use Point-to-Point Protocol (PPP) link encapsulation methods when connecting to the
ISDN ports. They use either PPP or Frame Relay link encapsulation when connecting to the
high speed synchronous ports.

6.8.2 Kentrox D-SERV

The Kentrox D-SERV isthe Channel Service Unit/Digital Service Unit (CSU/DSU) to be used
by TPs desiring a direct connect 56 Kbps digital circuit. It meets al the requirements of the
AT&T Technical Publications TR 62310 and TR 41450. TPs must purchase a D-SERV unit
and a 56 Kbps digital circuit to begin testing over a dedicated line. The D-SERV unit ordered
by the TP must be designed for connection to the Kentrox Universal Shelf listed below. If the
TP has ISDN capabilities he/she may want to test the digital services prior to the actual
installation of his’her dedicated equipment. To do this he/she may use an existing Integrated
Services Digital Network (ISDN) circuit for testing. Information on the ISDN service is
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provided in a later section of this document. The D-SERV interface cards should be
configured as follows:

e V.35 interface--configuration switch S1 UP and interface switches S1-S5 DOWN and
S6-S10 UP.

e Constant Carrier--configuration switch S2 DOWN.

e Data Clock--56 Kbps, synchronous, internal clock. S3 UP, $4 DOWN, S5 UP, S6 UP
and S7 DOWN.

6.8.3 Kentrox Universal Shelf

A Kentrox Universal Shelf has been installed in the Memphis and Austin Service Centers.
Each shelf supports up to twelve 56 Kbps D-SERV interface cards.

6.8.3.1 Communication Lines

Dedicated Lines

For a TP to connect over a dedicated line he/she must purchase the circuit and the Kentrox
CSU/DSU card. Once the TP's request for digital service is approved, the IRS provides
him/her with IP addressing and routing information.

| SDN Circuits

Memphis and Austin each maintain a bank of ISDN lines for TP connections. The ISDN
telephone number and the SPID (Service Profile Identifier) are provided to a TP once his/her
request for connection vialSDN is approved.

6.8.3.2 Communication Services

Connection to the EEC system using the digital communications services provides the TP with
a Transmission Control Protocol/Internet Protocol (TCP/IP) interface. To use this service the
TP must have the following:

e A system that supports the TCP/IP protocols.
e Theability to make a TELNET connection from his/her system to an EEC host.

e |f the TP plans on using File Transfer Protocol (FTP) for data transfer, his’her system
must support an FTP server and have the ability to accept an FTP connection from the
EEC. The TP must supply a user logon and password for the EEC system to use when
connecting to his’her FTP server.

e A router capable of supporting PPP or Frame Relay over the digital circuit.

Once the TP establishes a connection using EEC digital services the following capabilities are
available.
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e Connecting over aTCP/IP link allows a TP to connect to any host available to him/her
at the Service Center.

e Fail over protection. EEC systems have afail over capability and if there is a system
failure a backup system becomes available. This system uses the same TCP/IP
address as the primary system. This allows the TP to connect to the backup system
without having to reconfigure the host address.

e Transfer of datausing FTP. If a TP has a host system that supports FTP, he/she may
use this as a protocol to send and receive files to the EEC system. See Section C.3,
Communications Protocols for more details.

e File transfers over TELNET. If a TP uses TCP/IP to connect to the EEC system,
his/her logon to the system isthrough TELNET. If the TP does not want to use FTP to
transfer files, he/she may use another file transfer protocol such as Zmodem over the
TELNET session. This capability is currently available in many of the TELNET
application programs. The file transfer rate of Zmodem over a TELNET session is hot
as fast as FTP. For this to be used successfully the TP's TELNET program must
support connections that allow all 8 bits of the data to pass through. This is often
accomplished on the TELNET command line as “telnet —8 host”. See Section C.3,
Communications Protocols for more details.

One final aspect of a TCP/IP connection to the EEC is that TCP/IP supports multiple
simultaneous connections to the same host or multiple hosts. A TP may submit files over
multiple concurrent sessions. However, only one session per host can retrieve acknowledg-
ment files.

6.9 Analog Service

The following section describes the hardware and software necessary to use the anaog
communication service.

6.9.1 Cisco AS5300 Access Server

All analog connections to the EEC system are made through the Cisco AS5300 access server.
The access server maintains a bank of asynchronous modems capable of 56 Kbps. Once the
modem connection is established the TP's session to the host is over a TELNET TCP/IP
service. This combination of high-speed modem and LAN connection can result in speeds in
excess of 12,000 bytes per second. It isrecommended that the TP use a 56k modem with v.90
support for speeds up to 56K, v.34 support for speeds down to 2400 bps, v.42 support of error
correction, and v42 in support of compression. In addition to a modem, the TP needs
asynchronous terminal communication software and software supporting one of the file
transfer protocols described in the Section C.3, Communications Protocol section below.

6.10 Communications Protocols

The EMS system supports a variety of communications protocols for transmitting and
receiving data. The protocols are described individually but a generic step by step tutorial of a
connection to the EEC system may prove helpful. This tutorial goes through the interface at
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the highest level but mainly focuses on communications issues. The following is a sample of
an IMF (1040) connection.

1) The TP must have a computer system containing higher software for return
preparation as well as communications software. The communications software may
be included, as part of the return preparation or it could be external and part of the
computer operating system. For the purposes of this tutorial, a Windows system with
an externa communications interface is described. It should be noted that a system
with communication embedded in the preparation software would have to perform the
same basic functions as the external interface.

2) With areturn file ready to process, the TP must pick a method of connecting to the
EMS system. An easy example from the Windows system is to use the standard
communications accessory, HyperTerminal.

3) HyperTerminal isaterminal emulator and to connect to EM S several things need to be
set properly:

e 8hit no parity
e Hardware flow control, also known as CTS/RTS

e Speed—This should be set to the highest value allowed by the system. A note of
caution here. Depending on the quality of the modem and phone line, TPs may
have problems using the highest value allowed. If a TP has problems, he/she
should decrease the speed until areliable connection with EEC is established.

4) The TP then issues the command to have HyperTerminal dial out to the EEC system.
Telephone numbers are given to TPs once they are approved for EEC connection. The
session connects and the EEC system begins a dialog with the TP. This dialog is
controlled by a program know as the Trading Partner Interface.

In nearly all sessions the TP selects item 2 to send or receive files. Item 3 shows the
file transfer protocol configured for the TP. Item 4 shows whether or not he/she is
configured for sending and receiving compressed data. This tutorial does not discuss
modification of these settings.

After transmitting a 2, the system notifies the TP of how many acknowledgment files
are waiting for pickup. For this example we assume that 3 files are waiting. The
Trading Partner Interface then sends the following:

Number of Acknowledgment File(s) in outbound mailbox: 003
Areyou ready to receive files? Y/[N]:

The TP responds with a “Y”. The system starts trying to send data using the
configured protocol. If the TP's system requires it, the TP issues a command to start
receiving the data. In thistutorial the TP is configured for ZMODEM. HyperTerminal
as well as most other terminal emulators automatically detect that a ZMODEM
transfer has begun and starts the ZMODEM program to receive the file. Using
ZMODEM, the Trading Partner Interface sends all three acknowledgment files
sequentially. The TP must then take these files and process them.
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9) Assuming that al went well with the transmission of the acknowledgment files the
Trading Partner Interface sends the following message:

Acknowledgment File(s) transmission complete.
Do you want to send afile? Y/[N]:

10) If the TP has afileto transmit, he respondswith a“Y”. The Trading Partner Interface
then issues the following:

Enter an upload command to your modem program now.

11) At thistimethe TP startsa ZMODEM transfer to the host and sends the file he wants
to have processed. At the same time the Trading Partner Interface program starts a
ZMODEM program to receive the return file.

12) Thefile transfer eventually terminates. If the TP watches the ZMODEM file transfer
progress, he notices a slight pause after the transfer completes and then the following

message appears:

13) These lines are two of the more important messages that appear, because even though
the ZMODEM program completed the transfer, the operation is not realy complete
until these messages are displayed. If the TP disconnects after the file transfer
completes but before the messages appear, the file is not guaranteed to be processed.
To complete the session the TP is presented with the main menu as follows:

MAIN MENU

1) Logoff

2) Receive/Send File(s)

3) Change File Transfer Protocol (ZMODEM)
4) Change Compression Method (NONE)

14) The TP now selects item 1 to logoff the system. After the following message is
received the TP can safely hang up.

DISCONNECTING FROM EFS.
15) The logoff from the system is equally as important as waiting for the transmission

complete messages listed above. This ensures that the session statistics are recorded
and that the data is processed.

This concludes the tutorial. An in-depth description of all supported protocols follows.
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6.101 ZMODEM

ZMODEM is the most popular protocol used today. It is considered to be the fastest and
provides a checkpoint restart capability that allows afile transfer to be restarted, if the transfer
was disrupted because of communications errors. Because of this restart capability there are
severa options that may be found on the user’s system that the user should be aware of:

e Redtart/recovery is an option that must be configured on the TP's system if he/she
wants to use the recovery feature. If the TP does not configure the ZMODEM
software to recover then it will attempt to send the entire file again.

e |If the TP had a disruption and attempts to send the same file without doing a
restart/recovery, the transfer could fail because part of the file aready exists on the
EEC system. One option, file overwrite, available on most ZMODEM programs
allows existing files to be overwritten. So if the transfer has been disrupted and
restart/recovery is not configured, the TP must reconfigure ZMODEM to overwrite
existing files.

e The problem described above can also affect other communications protocols. For
example, a TP tried to send afile using ZMODEM, had a disruption, and then tried to
re-send the same file using a different protocol; if the alternate protocol triesto use the
same file name and does not have its option to overwrite turned on, the transfer will
fail.

6.10.2 FTP

FTP protocol is a standard package included as part of the TCP/IP software suite. It is only
available to TPs who use the Digital Communications Service For TPs using this transfer
method the only configuration needed is to setup a user account for EMS to use and
directories for EEC to use to “get” return files and “put” acknowledgment files. EEC
transmits one file for each acknowledgment file available for processing. The file transfers
are binary and the “#’ hash mark is displayed for every 1,024 bytes of data transferred.

6.10.3 XMODEM

XMODEM is one of the early protocols developed to transfer files over an analog line. Itis
very slow and has limited error recovery.

6.104 XMODEM-1K

XMODEM-1K is an updated verson of XMODEM that uses a packet size of 1024 bytes.
This makes a dramatic improvement in throughpui.

6.10.5 YMODEM - Batch
YMODEM batch is the predecessor to ZMODEM.

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8.0 ACKNOWLEDGMENT FILES

An Acknowledgment (ACK) File will be returned for each successfully transmitted Return or
PIN Registration file. XML transmissions are processed as received, so ACKs will be available
as soon as the transmission has been processed, and not follow the once or twice daily “drain”
schedule of other e-file programs.

You will receive asingle ACK file for each transmission file submitted. Each ACK file will be
composed of one or more ACK records, providing an acceptance, or arejection, for each itemin
the transmission file. You may receive one or more ACK records per item submitted in the
transmission.

8.1 A Guideto Creating 94x Acknowledgment Files

This section describes the procedure for creating a sample 94x acknowledgment file with dummy
data.

8.2 Acknowledgment File Construction
Assumptions

e The 94x XML Schemas Fina Release 2.2 will be used as the base schemas for
creating the XML data instances.

e XML Spy Suite 4.3 isused asthetool for creating and validating XML data instances
generated from the af orementioned base schemas.

e All optiona fields will be created to illustrate the widest spectrum of data
combinations. The actual definitions of required vs. optional fields can be found in
the base schemas.

e All XML data instances generated are kept in the instances subdirectory directly
under the root of the 94x XML schemas package. If placed elsewhere, the
xsi:schemal ocation attributes in all data instances generated need to be modified to
reflect the location of the XML instance relative to other schemas.

e Validate the Acknowledgement Envelope in XML Spy by clicking on the [# button
on the tool bar.

e Correct the data, if necessary, and re-validate.
Step 2 — Create Acknowledgement File

The most notable difference between the 94x return transmission file and the acknowledgement
file is that the acknowledgement file is NOT a MIME multi-part document - it contains only the
Acknowledgement Envelope with the body only, i.e. no header. The entire envelope is a self-
contained XML data structure. The acknowledgement file can be created by simply adding the
Content-Type header to the Acknowledgement Envelope. The required content-type header is
highlighted.

The complete acknowledgement file is shown below in its entirety:

94x XML Transmission—A new format for filing 940, 940PR, 941, 941PR, 941SS and related
schedules. These transmissions will be filed at the Tennessee Computing Center (TCC). The
Cincinnati Help Desk will provide trading partner assistance.

EFIN (Electronic Filer Identification Number)—A six digit number assigned by IRS to
identify the filer by IRS district and is used as part of the Declaration Control Number.

Electronic PIN Registration—A new format for sending requests for taxpayer PINs. These
transmissions will be filed and processed by the Austin Submission Processing Center (AUSPC).
All transmissions prepared by a transmitter or ERO (Electronic Return Originator) must contain
the taxpayer PIN as a signature on each return.

Electronic Return Originator (ERO)—Originate the electronic submission of income tax
returnsto the IRS. Identified by an EFIN.

ETIN (Electronic Transmitter Identification Number)—A five digit number assigned by IRS
to each applicant who transmits returns directly to the IRS data communications subsystems or
who intends to develop software for the purpose of formatting electronic returns to IRS
specifications. The ETIN is used as part of the Return Sequence Number (RSN).

IRS Agent/Financial Agent—IRS Agent/Financial Agents are acting on behalf of the IRS in the
submission of Electronic return transmissions. IRS Agents provide a return received date for
each return that they file, since the Agent acts as a collection point for the taxpayer return data.

Large Taxpayer— Large Taxpayer is a specia role in which the approved Large Business
Taxpayer will act as transmitter and originator of their own tax return data.

M 1M E—Multipurpose Internet Mail Extensions. MIME extends the format of Internet mail to
alow non-US-ASCII textual messages, non-textua messages, multipart message bodies, and
non-US-ASCII information in message headers.

Personal Identification Number (PIN)—A unique confidential number assigned to each
authorized Reporting Agent and to each authorized Taxpayer approved to participate in the IRS
e-file for Business Programs, as applicable.

Reporting Agent—A Reporting Agent is an accounting service, franchiser, bank, or other
person that complies with Revenue Procedure 2001-9, as modified by Section 21.02 of Revenue
Procedure 99-39, and is authorized to prepare and electronically file Forms 940 and 941 for a
taxpayer. Reporting Agents sign all of the electronic returns they file with a single PIN
signature.

Schema—A set of rules defining how the XML is to be formatted and defines legal values for
XML elements. The schemaitself isan XML document.
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SOAP—Simple Object Access Protocol, is alightweight protocol for exchange of information in
a decentralized, distributed environment. It is an XML based protocol that consists of three
parts: an envelope that defines a framework for describing what is in a message and how to
process it, a set of encoding rules for expressing instances of application-defined data types, and
a convention for representing remote procedure calls and responses. SOAP is a component of
the first XML document in each XML transmission.

Softwar e Developer—A software Developer develops software for the purposes of formatting
returns according to the IRS' s electronic return specifications.

Transmitter—A Transmitter is a firm, organization, or individual that receives returns and PIN
Registrations electronically from clients, reformats the data (if necessary), batches them with
returns or electronic PIN Registrations from other clients, and then transmits the data to the
Service. A transmitter does not have signature authority for the taxpayers that it services.
Transmitters are identified with an ETIN, but are also provided with an EFIN. Transmitter
EFINs are used to batch returns which are submitted and signed by individual taxpayers for
transmission to the IRS.

XML Transmission—As used in this document, will refer to either a 94x XML transmission or
an Electronic PIN Registration. An XML transmission consists of MIME headers and XML
documents.

XML—The Extensible Markup Language (XML) is the universal format for structured
documents and data on the Web.

Xpath—A mechanism for querying XML. XML'’s counterpart to SQL.
