(References are to the Internal Revenue Code.)

A. Who may file an application.—Any
corporation that has overpaid its estimat-
ed tax for the taxable year may file an
application - for a quick refund (adjust-
ment) if the overpayment is (1) at
least 109 of the expected tax liability
AND (2) at least $500.

The overpayment is the excess of the
estimated tax paid over what the corpora-
tion expects its final income tax liability
to be at the time this application is filed.
(See section 6425.)

If members of an affiliated group paid
their estimated income tax on a con-
solidated basis, the application on Form
4466 must be made by the common par-
ent corporation. If members of the group
paid estimated income tax on a separate
basis, the application must be made on a
separate basis by the member which
claims the overpayment.

B. When to file.—This form must be
filed within 2145 months after the end of
the taxable year and before the corpora-
tion files its income tax return. An ex-
tension of time to file the return will not
extend the time for filing Form 4466.
