It is replaced with the value "-1" if the data is based on 

less than 3 returns.   For example, if state-to-state flow from VT to ND 

was suppressed, then the values for the flows VT to SD, NH to ND, and NH to 

SD were also suppressed to prevent rederivation of suppressed data.

For example, if the state-to-state flow from VT to 


ND was suppressed; then the values for the flows VT to SD, NH to ND, and NH 


to SD were also suppressed to prevent rederivation of suppressed data.
